Who can apply?

Anyone and everyone in Birmingham. If you have a mobile phone, a digital camera, or just a computer, then filmmaking is at your fingertips. There are no age restrictions, or pre-requisite of experience – in fact we would welcome your film even more if you have never attempted one before. 

How to apply

What to do now:

1. Read the extensive eligibility criteria and see if you fit it.

2. Read through the categories (see table below) and see which one your existing, or potential, film would fit into. We’re up for creative interpretations of the categories.

3. Make your film
